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The school was founded in 1920 in the region with minimal tradition jewellery production

And glassmaking.

The commercial and glasmaking school was preparing from its foundation excellent craftsment,outstanding glass artist and successful entrepreneurs.

Since its establishment the shool has been influencing the Bohemian glassmaking with creative and exhibition activities,with educating specialists well-prepared theoretically and practocally.
Sculptor Jaroslav Brychta started with glass imitation jewellery.

In 1921 he began to produce his first drawn and later in 1923 glass beads

Figurines in the workshop for pressed and would glass. The glass figurines were the first shool products that attracted the attention of profesional and general public during the exhibitions at Prague (1922), Monza (1923) and Paris (1925).
He dedicated himself to the development and production of glass figurines, firstly wire,then wound and blown, leter to hot-shaped ones. Individual figurines or large composition belonged
to favoured exhibibits or World Exhibition in Brussels (1935) and Paris (1937).

Architect Alois Metelák, Plančik’s disciple and admirer,started to work at school during preparation for the International Exhibition of Decorative Arts in Paris (1925) chool obtained one Grand Prix and six medalsand it also life success of A. Metelák
He gave the school new artistic program and became the first headmaster.
He was interested in cutting glass,functional forms of table and decorative glass.

He became untiring organizer of exhibition and propagator of influenced by  domestic traditions and European glass industry.

Since the festival opening of new school building in 1926 the school exhibition were organized nearly regularly – were very important for the glass school,town and begining entrepreneurs.
Between 20’s and 30’s,in the time of world depression, the school supported the foundation

of glass workshop,studios and companies the glassmaking coped with all difficulities and achieved finally their success.

The artistic and economic development of glass school was stopped by the German occupation and the Second World War.The connection with the world was broken and the frontier regions with the raw material bese were lost.During the war came to school creative artists.Engraver Božetěch Medek and painter Miroslav Janků created here their most significant works.

After the end of war the school gained recognition for saving and regeneration of the glassmaking in the frontier regions and for replacement of German glass specialists witout reducing the long term school program.
After February in 1948 the most tragical period in the thousand years long history of glassmaking.

Since 1948 the four years long studies were finished by school leaving exam (A-level exams)
In 1948 professor Jaroslav Brychta became a headmaster of the school and created a developmant centre with school.

Up to the 40’s the designs of creative artists, who were responsible for the individual departments,were made in the workshops.

Since the 50’s,the students heve themselves realized their own desingns under the leadership of their marters.

In 1951 the state enterprise Železnobrodské sklo was flounded together with the development centre. ŽBS expended great amount of money on the development of glass molten ornamenral sculpture that was leter connected with the Stanislav Libenský, the greatest personality in this artistic creating.His co-worker was his wife Jaroslava Brychtová for all the life.The sculpture became the most important contribution of Železný Brod to the world glassmaking culture.

In 1954 Stanislav Libenský came to  Železný Brod from Nový Bor and influenced the life of
School as an artist, educationalist and headmaster.

Firsty he worked as a head of painted and etched glass department, but as an artist he found his place especially in the molten glass sculpture.

Since 1954 thanks to profesor S.Libenský the school  has the educating program dividend to two study fields-creative and chemical/technological branches and became a unified glassmaking establishment.

In 1954-1961 the creative branch had even an independent department for molten glass sculpture. 

In 1956 the  „school glassworks“  was put into operation and Miroslav Klinger modelled there bulky figurative ornamental sculptures of crystal glass.
In 1958 professor S.Libenský was awarded the Grand Prix on the World Exhibition in Brussels.At the end of 60’s of last century Mr. Libeňský left to Prague Shool of Applied Arts.

In 1964 was introduced new study field shaped glass leading by Miloslav Kliner,who became headmaster of the chool in 1963-1966.
In the 60’s  art desinger Jan Novotný realized very inportant experiments in decorative painted glass.

The workshop master Břetislav Novák influenced the students with his art-and-crafts execution

in cutting glass department.

The bigining of the 70’s were extremely important for autor’s making creation.

Pavel Ježek returned to glass school from Pratur Shool of Applaid Arts and he was leading hot shaped department till 1989 .As a teacher Mr. Ježek educated many excellent glassmakers,

His art creations inspire deeply all his students.

Ladislav Oliva experienced creative artist and desinger,immediately after coming to Železný Brod enlisted the interest of the students in cut glass department and had very good results in creation of designs and the following workmanship as well.

This period was also one of the milestones in the develoment of the glass figurines thanks

To new ideas of cretive artist Vilém Dostrašil and craftsmanship of Milena Baudisová.

In 1990  the prof. Pavel Ježek became a headmaster of the school. He gained the support of his collegues and students,trust and natural autority like achieved only 2 headmasters before him (A.Metelák,S.Libenský)

In 1995 new studios were installed after reconstruction of school lofts.

In 1996 new electrical glasswork with 2 pots operated by computer was fired up.

At the turn of 2000 was finished new building with gym and laboratories in the school area.
The students and fakulty gained modern facilities for high quality technical training.

In 2001 Zdenka Laštovičková became a headmaster of the shool.

Participation of students in demonstrations,workshops,competitions and exhition achieved great success and results for reputation of the school.

The Secondary School of Applied Arts fof Glassmaking in Železný Brod undertakes not small part of responsibility for the present and future of our glassmaking and for its position in our country and the world as well.

My study department is hot shaped glass. 

On our shool we have new glass works with modern two pot kiln with electric warm operated by computer.

We learn work with various equipment for example blow pipe, moulds, shaping bloks, shears, tongs, bradawl, peg........
From our produkt can name fof instance blowing flaks, drinking glasses, making plates, misks, vases, forming stemand handles.

It is rith assortment of products.
